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INTERNET AND EMAIL ACCEPTABLE USE AGREEMENT FOR STUDENTS

Dear Parent /Caregiver

Email and the Internet is available to students of the Southern Regional Health School. However, before being allowed to use email and the Internet, all students must have the permission of their parent/caregiver. Both they and you must sign below as evidence of your approval and their acceptance of the rules on this matter.

Communication with people worldwide and access to online resources will enable students to explore thousands of libraries, databases, bulletin boards and give them access to experts. The school will teach the appropriate skills to access, evaluate and use such resources. These skills will be fundamental in the society our students will be entering. We believe that the benefits to students from access to the Internet and email are significant.

Please read through the following requirements and discuss them with your child and then complete the permission section below.

· Acceptable Use
The use of computers in the Southern Regional Health School must support education and research that is consistent with the Learning Outcomes of the curriculum. Use of another organisation’s network or computing resources must comply with the rules appropriate for that network. Transmission of any material in violation of any NZ regulation is prohibited. This includes but is not limited to: copyrighted material, threatening or obscene material or material protected by trade secret.

· Network Etiquette 

· Be polite. Do not use abusive language in messages

· Use appropriate language. Do not swear

· Do not reveal personal addresses, phone numbers, or passwords of students or staff, including yourself

· Hate mail, harassment, discriminatory remarks and other antisocial behaviours are prohibited on the network

· Student subscriptions to electronic mailing lists are not allowed without permission.

· All communications and information via the network should be assumed to be private property (ie copyrighted)

· Staff may review files, floppy disks and communications to ensure that students are using the system responsibly. Students should not expect that files stored on servers or disks will always be private 

· Vandalism
Vandalism will result in cancellation of privileges as well as other sanctions. Vandalism includes any malicious attempt to harm, modify or destroy computer hardware, data of another user, Internet that includes, but is not limited to, the uploading or creation of computer viruses.

· Inappropriate Use
Southern Regional Health School teachers and Principal will deem what is appropriate use. The Principal will request the suspension or termination of computer use of any user who violates these acceptable use practices.
